
CONCESSION SERVICES CONTRACT FOR 
BOB HALL PIER 

This is an Agreement between MikelMays Beachside Bar & Grill, LLC (referred to 
in this Agreement as the "Concessionaire"), and Nueces County Board of Park 
Commissioners (referred to in this Agreement as "Park Commissioners"), for the 
operation of concession services at Bob Hall Pier owned by Nueces County, located at 
Padre Balli Park, Corpus Christi, Texas. The Park Commissioners and the 
Concessionaire are collectively referred to in this agreement as the "Parties". 

Recital 

The purpose of this Agreement is to state the terms and conditions under 
which the Concessionaire will offer concession services at Bob Hall Pier. 

In consideration ofthe mutual promises contained in this Agreement, the Park 
Commissioners and the Concessionaire agree as follows: 

SCOPE OF OPERATION 

1. General: 

A . The Concessionaire shall have the right to offer concession services at Bob 
Hall Pier located at Padre Balli Park, Corpus Christi, Texas, for a primary 
term of five (5) years, commencing at the time of execution of the 
Agreement. The Board of Park Commissioners shall provide a written 
Notice of Occupancy when the Property may be occupied. 

B. The Concessionaire may request a renewal of this Agreement for an 
additional five (5) years, at terms and conditions mutually agreeable to both 
parties herein, by delivery of written notice to renew to the Park 
Commissioners six (6) months before the expiration of this Agreement. 
Such renewal is subject to approval by the Park Commissioners. 

2. Monetary Compensation Upon Occupancy: 

A. For the five (5) year period stated herein, the CONCESSIONAIRE agrees to 
pay the P A R K COMMISSIONERS the Base pay of $2,000.00 per month and 
the additional payment of: within three days of the conclusion of each 
calendar month, the additional sum of 8% (MINIMUM 6%) of gross sales 
minus the base pay of $2,000.00. In the event that the base amount of 
$2,000.00 is greater than the sum of 8% of gross sales, the base rent will be 
the rent in full for the month concluded. Said percentage of gross receipts 
being payable on or before the 15*^ day ofthe month following the end ofthe 
quarter for each and every year covered by this contract. 
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B. A Maximum Payment Amount of $12,000.00 per month will be paid to the 
Board of Park Commissioners should the additional sum of 8% of gross 
sales reach the amount of $12,000.00 per month. 

C. If the CONCESSIONAIRE fails to make timely payments as agreed above, 
the Concessionaire will be assessed a $100.00 penalty plus 1 34% interest 
on any outstanding balance per month. 

3. Responsibility for County Owned Property: 

A. The Concessionaire is not authorized to make alterations, modifications or 
functional changes to the area assigned except by prior written approval of 
the Park Commissioners. If alterations, modifications or functional changes 
are approved and are affixed to the physical structure of a Nueces County 
facility, it becomes property of Nueces County. The concessionaire is 
required to furnish equipment and fixtures necessary for the display, storage 
and preparation of merchandise, be it consumable or non-consumable. All of 
the equipment and fixtures used in the concession operation shall be subject 
to approval by the Director of Coastal Parks as to appearance and 
appropriateness. 

B. Concessionaire accepts the Premises "as is". P A R K COMMISSIONERS 
HAVE NOT MADE AND DO NOT MAKE A N Y REPRESENTAT IONS A S TO 
THE COMMERCIAL SUITABILITY, PHYSICAL CONDITION, LAYOUT, 
F O O T A G E , E X P E N S E S , OPERATION OR A N Y OTHER MATTER 
AFFECTING OR RELATING TO THE PREMISES AND THIS A G R E E M E N T , 
E X C E P T A S HEREIN SPECIFICALLY S E T FORTH OR R E F E R R E D TO 
AND TENANT H E R E B Y E X P R E S S L Y A C K N O W L E D G E S THAT NO S U C H 
REPRESENTAT IONS HAVE B E E N MADE. P A R K COMMISSIONERS 
M A K E NO OTHER WARRANTIES, E X P R E S S OR IMPLIED, OF 
MERCHANTABILITY, MARKETABILITY, FITNESS OR SUITABILITY FOR A 
PARTICULAR P U R P O S E OR OTHERWISE, E X C E P T A S S E T FORTH 
HEREIN. ANY IMPLIED WARRANTIES A R E E X P R E S S L Y DISCLAIMED 
AND E X C L U D E D . 

THE REPRESENTATIONS, WARRANTIED, C O V E N A N T S , T E R M S , 
CONDITIONS, AND WAIVERS SET FORTH IN THIS SECTION SHALL 
SURVIVE THE TERMINATION OF THE A G R E E M E N T . 

4. Type of Service: 

A. The contract to be awarded under these specifications grants the right and 
privilege to the Concessionaire to operate concessions, as hereinafter 
provided, on Bob Hall Pier and an additional twenty-five (25) feet on each 
side of Bob Hall Pier located in Padre Balli Park (Nueces County) except that 
such right to operate shall not restrain or prevent such individuals or groups 
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and individuals from engaging catering services for themselves or bringing 
their own food and drink to such party facilities or into such picnic areas. 
This Agreement does not grant CONCESSIONAIRE exclusive concession 
rights within Padre Balli Park. The P A R K COMMISSIONERS reserve the 
right to operate concessions within the park on such terms as it sees fit. 

B. The Concessionaire shall provide other services as described herein. 
Services offered include, but are not limited to, the sale of packaged and 
prepared foods, canned or dispensed soft drinks, ice, cigarettes and 
tobacco, outdoor apparel, souvenirs and first aid supplies. Sale of alcoholic 
beverages may be permitted with both T.A.B.C. and Park Commissioners 
approval. 

C. Introduction of additional items not contained and enumerated herein will be 
subject to the prior approval of the Director of Coastal Parks. 

5. Hours of Operation: 

The Concessionaire must provide service for the hours, 7:00 a.m. through 10:00 
p.m., seven (7) days a week, Memorial Day through Labor Day of each calendar 
year, and the remainder of calendar year hours are subject to negotiation with 
possible penalties for early closures. 

The foregoing notwithstanding, the Concessionaire shall have the option to 
close during periods of severe weather as follows: (a) wind velocity of 30 m.p.h. 
or more, sustained; (b) lightening threat; (c) air temperature of 42° F. or lower; 
(d) other conditions by approval of the Director of Coastal Parks. 

6. Repairs: 

The Parks Department shall, at its own cost and expense, and with written 
notice from the Concessionaire make all ordinary and reasonable repairs 
required to preserve the building furnished under this contract. This obligation to 
repair shall be exclusive of equipment, buildings or stands supplied by the 
Concessionaire. 

7. Conditions and Surrender of Property: 

The buildings, refreshment stands, shelter, rooms and locations, or all parts 
thereof, which are property of Nueces County shall remain the property of the 
Nueces County, and upon termination of this contract by lapse of time or 
otherwise, the Concessionaire shall surrender possession of all said premises 
and all parts thereof to the Park Commissioners in as good condition as said 
premises were when first occupied by the Concessionaire. Under the terms of 
this contract ordinary wear and tear, and damage due to explosion, riot, civil 
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
